ARTWEAR must be made from at least 50% recycled or reused materials that would otherwise be discarded, or recycled.  Let your imagination run wild and send us photos of your work (up to three photos per piece).  We’ll have the hard job of choosing pieces to include in the style show.  Don’t be shy, all entries are welcome.  There’s a $5.00 application fee for each piece submitted.  We may ask the artists chosen to send .jpg versions of their photos via email to us for advertising and other purposes.  Your signed entry form guarantees us permission to use your work in advertising, promotion, etc. for the show, and signifies your agreement with the terms and conditions set forth in this entry form.  You have the option of offering your piece for sale, however if you do not wish to sell it, please mark the Sale Price space with “NFS”.  Any ARTWEAR SALES will be between the artist and the buyer.  The Civic Center Artwear check in table will provide contact information to connect the artist and a potential buyer.
